
Thank you for your enquiry regarding a daytime visit to the George Marshall Medical Museum. Please take some time to read the information provided below. 
Your booking

Booked groups usually arrive anywhere between 5:30pm and 8pm. We leave you to decide the length of your session but we do recommend at least an hour to wander around with the Curator. How long you spend with us will depend upon the numbers in your group and whether or not you would like to take part in any additional activities. We offer the following in addition to a general tour:

We can arrange catering for your group but the charges for this are separate to the booking fee (it is an external catering group). Please let us know if you would like the menu and price list for this. You will note that there is a restaurant in the Charles Hastings Education Centre, but this is not available in the evening. 

Payment
We charge a standard rate of £30 for groups of 5 or less. For larger groups we charge an additional £3 per head. Payment can be made by cash or cheque but we cannot accept payment by credit/debit card. We can arrange payment via BACS if you would prefer. Cheques should be made payable to The Charles Hastings Education Centre and directed FAO the Curator.
Getting here
The George Marshall Medical Museum is located within the Charles Hastings Education Centre at Worcestershire Royal Hospital. We are a short bus ride from the centre of Worcester. Bicycle parking is available on the main hospital site. If you are getting here by car then we are a few minutes’ drive from junctions 6 and 7 of the M5 motorway. If more than one in your group is driving, please consider car sharing. We have a free car park at the rear of the building for booked visitors. The Worcester Woods Country Park is only a short walk or cycle away. 
Accessibility
The Museum and facilities (including disabled toilet) are all accessible by wheelchair and we have designated disabled bays in the car park. There is an audio loop in every area of the building. Guide dogs are most welcome. We are very happy to show you around the building in advance if you have any specific concerns, and can assist with a risk assessment if required.
